Re: Potential COVID-19 economic stimulus measures in conservation and land management
 
I’m writing to bring to your attention a conservation and land management economic stimulus program which is supported by over 70 organisations, including Landcare NSW.  See letter to PM and attachment.

I represent the XX Landcare Group.  We do XXX.

In light of the impacts of COVID-19, it is clear decisive action and investment is needed to temper the worst social and economic impacts of this crisis.  Right now, hundreds of thousands of workers have lost their jobs and this detailed proposal has been developed in the interest of assisting government to find ways to give these people security of employment over the next couple of years.  
 
A new report finds that a $4 billion national conservation and land management employment program would create 53,000 jobs, reduce welfare costs by $620 million and raise economic output by $5.7 billion over the next four years, with economic gains rising to $9.3 billion over the next 20 years.  

The proposed program aims to provide safe, meaningful and socially beneficial work during the period of economic recovery, while leaving enduring benefits for the environment through practical activities like tree planting, weed control and restoration of rivers, wetlands and coastal habitats. The report highlights the value of the proposed program for hard-hit regional and rural areas.

We think there is an opportunity for jobs in conservation and land management to be an integral part of economic recovery with safe and socially beneficial work that can provide enduring benefits for the environment, local communities, tourism, mining and farm businesses.   

Our Landcare group believes business, the environment and local communities will benefit if this proposal is adopted by governments as part of their ongoing stimulus and economic recovery measures, especially in moving newly unemployed people back into the workforce.  
 
Investment in conservation and land management presents a flexible tool for delivering employment where it is needed most, including (a) urban areas with large numbers of unemployed people; (b) regional centres with a high reliance on impacted sectors, including tourism; and, (c) vulnerable rural and remote communities.  

Landcare is ready and willing to be a part of the solution.  Our state peak body, Landcare NSW, would be happy to provide details on how we envisage scaling up our activities to stimulate local economies while achieving a range of benefits for conservation, agriculture and communities.
